“Flying Flowers” Four Steps To Longer Lasting Blooms

1. Always use a clean vase or container.
2. Remove all leaves, which will be under water, as submerged leaves rot & create bacteria.
3. Recut each flower stem under water using a sharp knife or scissors; this prevents air pockets from forming inside the stem, which blocks the water uptake into the flowers.  They should be recut every three days.
4. Add floral food to the initial ‘drink’ given to the flowers.

Do’s & Don’ts Of “Flying Flower” Arranging

· DO decide where you would like to put your flowers so you can plan for your finished arrangement to be tall and slender, or round and full.

· DON’T use tall arrangements for the dinner table as your guests won’t be able to see each other across the table!

· DO select a container or vase that is appropriate for your décor and theme, along with being in proportion to your flowers.  The vase should make up one half to one third the size of the total arrangement.  Ensure that the container holds enough water for the flowers.

· DON’T have the flowers in a draughty or sunny place, as this can cause the moisture to evaporate out of the flowers.

Fresh Cut “Flying Flower” Arrangement

We send predominantly “mass” flowers (rose, carnation, gerbera, lily, freesia, zinnia, alstromeria, lisianthus, chrysanthemum), and this style of flower is the perfect choice for a simple, quick vase full of flowers.  All of our bouquets include filler flowers (stems with a lot of little flowers such as baby’s breath, solidago, fern, statice), which are the foliage that rounds out your bouquet to give it a soft, full look. 

· Fill your clean vase with water containing floral food. 

· Strip stems so that no leaves will be covered by water. 

· Cut stems to about twice the height of your vase, leaving several stems an inch or two longer for the centre of your bouquet. 

· First insert stems of foliage and filler flowers. Criss-cross the stems as you insert them in your vase. This will create a grid that will help hold other flowers in place. 

· Starting at the rim of your vase and working toward the centre, add other flowers, spacing them as if they were points on a triangle. 

· Place the longest stems in the centre of your bouquet. 

· Stand back and review your bouquet, making adjustments if needed. 

“Flying Flowers” Answers To Frequently Voiced Queries 

Q: 
“My flowers don’t stand up straight…”

A:
It could be your vase is too short for your flowers, or your flowers are too tall for your vase! 
A good rule of thumb: the height of your vase should be about half to one-third as tall as 
your flowers.

Tip: 
Build a grid across the top of your vase with clear tape. Then place flowers within the grid.

Q:
“Oh no! I've cut my flowers too short!”

Tip: 
Don't worry. Just add pebbles or marbles to the bottom of your vase or simply float the 
head of a broken flower in a clear bowl for a charming display.

Q:
Splish, splash, my furniture is taking a bath!

A: 
To avoid "spill over" when watering your flowers, use a baster to reach into narrow vases 
and full arrangements.
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
