Propagation: Free Plants From Floral Gifts

Carnation propagation can be done by taking cuttings from the Flying Flowers you’ve received. 

Cuttings can be taken from any carnation. They will root at the swollen node hidden beneath each leaf. Cut at an angle just below a node, and trim off the top, leaving 1 node for roots at the bottom and one at the top for the growth to come out of. Poke into well-drained soil in pots or in a seedling tray. *Here in the office we have popped them into a glass of water for a few days until the roots start shooting and then popped them in soil.
Care 
Carnations need a few hours of full sun each day and should be kept moist. Avoid over-watering as it may tend to turn the foliage yellow. For continued blooming feed lightly every 6 to 8 weeks with an all-purpose liquid fertilizer. Spent flowers should be removed promptly to promote continued blooming. 
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
